TOMMY READY FOR
INTERSTATE CAMPAIGN

Tommy Brislane’s Group 2 Bob Payne Spring Sprint victory on Saturday night
(September 27) at Wentworth Park, strengthened the two year olds Topgun
claims, winning in 29.70.

Jumping smartly from box six, the Steve White prepared runner outpaced his
opposition, clocking 5.36 to the first mark, before racing off with the $40,000 to
the winner series, leaving his rivals to battle out the placings.

That was left to Rue De Kahn ($6.70) and Ritza Hattie ($5.00) which chased
gallantly, finishing 4 %2 lengths behind Tommy Brislane ($2.70).

Trainer Steve White thanked his family for their ongoing support and assistance
in preparing the greyhounds along with Owner Geoff Slattery.

“Geoff and | have had some good dogs, but he (Tommy Brislane) is something
special,” White said.

After winning the Group 1 Dapto Megastar at the start of September, White is
hopeful the two year old has now done enough to ensure a Group 1 Topgun start
in October at The Meadows.

Wentworth Park will head in to its fifth straight week of Group action, with heats of
the Group 3 Bohemia Crystal Sydney Cup (720m) on Saturday,

First run at Harold Park over 457m in 1964, when the race was known as the
Winter Stake it has a quite remarkable honour role.

The likes of Woolley Wilson, Better Future, Switch Blade, Snow Report and John
McDonald’s champ Camden’s Ghost boast Winter Stake scalps.

More recently How's The Fort, Go Wild Teddy, Winsome Dollars, Solve The
Puzzle, Over Flo, Train A Journey and Oaks Road have tasted success.

This was the 27th Winter Stake (now the Spring Stake) conducted at Wentworth
Park and only five bitches (Midnight Flirt, Winsome Dollars, Kumta Chase, Juney
Reltub and Dana Gretel) have thwarted the males.
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The likes of Kumta Chase, How’s The Fort, Go Wild Teddy and in 1986 Camden’s Ghost were
awarded NSW Greyhound of the Year honours with Winter Stake success an important
element in their selections.

Tommy Brislane is a Black dog whelped September 2012 by Premier Fantasy from Mary
Virginia (Brett Lee x Thai Again). He is raced by Geoff Slattery and trained by Steve White from
Nowra Hill in New South Wales. Tommy Brislane has raced 17 times for 12 wins and three
placings with his win in the Spring Sprint the $40,000 first prize took his current stake earnings
to $162,440.

After the placed runners the field finished in the following order Yogi Blue ($22.20), Evil Punk
($10.10), Allen Deed ($4.40), Asia’s Babe ($16.60) and Hayden Hair ($39.40)

First run in 1964 the Winter Stake is a time honoured GBOTA feature sprint event. It was
sponsored for many years commencing in the early 80’s by Bradshaw’'s Waste one of
Greyhound racings major contributors during that period. The company shared a long
affiliation with former GBOTA Chairman of eight years (1978-1985) Bob Payne and following
his retirement from that position Bradshaw’s requested the Winter Stake be named after
Payne to commemorate his massive contribution to Greyhound racing in New South Wales
and in particular the GBOTA, he had first joined as a member in 1943. The feature race has
remained named in his honour and is now held as a memorial following Bob Payne’s passing
nine years ago. For the first and only time the event was conducted twice this year as the
Summer Stake in January but has now been moved to late September and renamed the
Spring Sprint with the cross over period causing no race to be run in 2011. The race has been
won by some of the sports finest sprinters and listed below is the honour roll.
